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Pentecost (Whit Sunday)

Of the three major festivals, celebrated in the Christian Church, Pentecost is possibly least well
known. The stories of Christmas and Easter are told to such an extent that both believers and non-
believers cannot help but know them but Pentecost remains a mystery to many.

Pentecost means “fiftieth day” and is celebrated fifty days after Easter when, according to the
scriptures, Jesus’ disciples gathered together in Jerusalem to celebrate the Jewish Harvest Festival.
While they were indoors praying, a sound like that of a rushing wind filled the house and tongues of
fire descended and rested over their heads. This was the outpouring of the Holy Spirit on human flesh
promised by God through the prophet Joel.

The disciples were suddenly empowered to proclaim the gospel of the risen Christ. They went out
into the streets and began preaching to the crowds gathered for the festival. Not only did the disciples
preach with boldness and vigour, but by a miracle of the Holy Spirit they spoke in the native
languages of the people present, many had come from all corners of the Roman Empire. This created
a sensation. The apostle Peter seized the moment and addressed the crowd, preaching to them about
Jesus’ death and resurrection for the forgiveness of sins. The result was that about three thousand
converts were baptised that day.

Thus the festival has been celebrated for two centuries and is a time when many confirm their faith
and become a full member of the Church.
